| have been appointed by Order No. RD-09-80 of the Director of the
Institute of State and Law at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences as a
member of the scientific jury /with an opinion/ in the competition for the
academic position of "professor" in the professional field 3.6. Law,
scientific specialty "Legal Sociology".

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nadezhda Yonkova is currently Secretary General of
the CPD, Deputy Director of the Institute of Legal Sociology at the
Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, Head of the Section "Public Law" and
Associate Professor of Legal Sociology since 2014.

She is the only candidate in the competition and participates with one
monographic work on "Legal Forecasting" in the volume of 197 pages, 1
study and 3 articles. The topic of the monographic work is innovative,
topical in terms of the impact of legal regulation. It is developed for the
first time in our country as a special part of sociology of law.

According to the author, clarification of the concept of "legal
forecasting" includes both theoretical problems and specific methods of
conducting empirical legal-sociological research, on the basis of which
legal forecasts are made. The thesis of Prof. Naumova is supported and,
accordingly, the legal sphere of social life and its specific structure are
placed in the center of the development. The opinion that the legal
reality acquires new dimensions, which is subordinate to the trends of
legal forecasting, is defended with conviction.

With an innovative spirit, scientific and practical support, the author
develops the foundations of a whole new subfield of legal sociology.
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yonkova defends and proves convincingly with
scientific arguments and evidence the view that legal forecasting is



included in the subject of the sociology of law. Here | would recommend
to the author to supplement the content of this special part with the
established means of doing so. Apart from the subject and method, to
outline the most general subjects, their powers and the legal effect of
their activity.

The monographic work is structured in four chapters of 197 pages and
78 sources.

Chapter one lays the foundations of this new part of the subject of legal
sociology and traces the development of the predictive approach by
justifying the idea of a next generation of, in the author's words,
predictions based on statistical information, called jurimetrics. The
central place in chapter one is occupied by legal prediction as a special
kind of knowledge and its specific, characteristic features are examined.
The features of legal forecasting/page 28 of the work/ are built on the
starting point that forecasting is a preliminary prediction of the future.
The first distinctive feature, according to the author, is that the forecast
IS not objectively true knowledge, but has a conjectural character./p.32
of the work/.Second: it has a multivariate character and third: it is
scientific knowledge and differs from the results of law-making activity.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yonkova brings out the concept that legal forecasting is
a type of scientific legal-sociological research, which is conducted in
order to predict the future state of law and other phenomena conditioned
by it with probabilistic and multivariate character./page 37 of the
work/.This part of the habilitation thesis stands out for its scientific
novelty for Bulgarian legal science, as well as proves the author's high
professional capabilities for independent scientific thinking, analyzing
and building completely new for Bulgarian legal sociology directions,
which that have yet to find their imposition and establishment in life .

The scientific interest and novelty is also represented by the studied
relationship between the legal forecast and the assessment of the impact
of legislation. On this basis, for the first time in our legal literature, the



conclusion is drawn that the preparation of a legal forecast should
precede any idea of legislative change.

In Chapter 3 the author develops the idea that a legal forecast is a
prediction of the trends in the legal field, what the state of the legal
system will be or what action a law will produce in the years to come.
The scientific novelty and contribution are characterized by those parts
of the work which are devoted to the structure and types of legal
forecasts.

In conclusion: Based on the analysis of the materials submitted in the
