Dimov

I. Assessment for compliance with the minimum national requirements
and the requirements of the Institute for the State and the Law of the
Bulgarian Academy of Sciences

By the Order Ne RD-09083/24.09.2021 of Prof. Irena Ilieva, PhD - Director of
the Institute for the State and Law (ISL) of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences
(BAS) | have been appointed as a member of the Scientific Jury, and at its first
meeting held on 06.10.2021 | have been assigned to prepare an opinion. The
documents for participation in the competition for the academic position
‘Associate Professor’, announced by ISL of BAS in SG, issue 62 of 27.07.2021,
have been submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Tony Atanassov Dimov in
due terms. From them it is evident that the candidate meets the minimum national
requirements under the Academic Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgaria
Act, as well as the additional requirements of the ISL of BAS for occupying the
academic position of ‘Associate Professor’ in the professional field 3.6 Law.

Tony Dimov has presented a diploma Ne 000422/26.05.2014, which certifies

that he has acquired the educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’ in the
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professional field 3.6 “Law”. He participates in the current competition with a
2021 monograph entitled “Better Rule-making in the European Union and
Bulgaria”, Sofia, Publishing House of BAS “Prof. Marin Drinov”, 2021, 308
pages. Since June 12, 2018, the colleague Dimov has been occupying the academic
position of ‘Chief Assistant’ with the ISL of the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences.
No plagiarism has been noticed in the scientific works of the candidate.

Sufficient evidence is presented that the academic activity of the candidate
meets the requirements of Article 2b of the Academic Staff Development in the
Republic of Bulgaria Act and the Regulations of the Bulgarian Academy of
Sciences on the terms and conditions for acquiring scientific degrees and holding
academic positions as well as the Regulations on the terms and conditions for
acquiring scientific degrees and holding academic positions in the Institute for the
State and Law. Therefore, the candidacy of Ch. Assistant Professor Tony
Atanassov Dimov, PhD, meets the minimum national requirements, as well as the
requirements of the ISL of BAS.

I1. Scientific research activities and results

In the competition for ‘Associate Professor’ in the professional field 3.6
“Law” announced in SG, issue 62 of 27.07.2021 Dr. Tony Dimov participates with
a monographic habilitation work, as well as with nine articles written in the period
2017-2021. None of the materials presented in the competition repeats those for
obtaining the educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’

In compliance with the requirement under art. 24, para. 1, item 3 of the
Academic Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgaria Act a published
monographic work on the topic: “Better Rule-making in the European Union and
Bulgaria”, Sofia, Publishing House of BAS Prof. Marin Drinov”, 2021, ISBN 978-
619-245-158-5 is presented. Its volume is 308 pages, and it includes an

introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources and a list of the main
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abbreviations used. The paper is a successful attempt to analyze and draw
theoretical and practical conclusions about the justification of the concept of ‘better
regulation’, as it is accepted in the EU law, but it has been also considered through
the prism of Bulgarian law. The study includes efforts to find not just the most
appropriate linguistic equivalent of the term in Bulgarian, but to give its most
meaningful translation, through which it can not only be introduced into legal
science, but becomes a part of the Bulgarian legal system. The author clarifies that
the pursued final result of the work is not to introduce the concept in Bulgaria, but
to put into action the principles, approaches and tools of ‘better regulation’ in the
national legal order.

The author considers ‘better regulation’ also as an approach, a programme or
a public policy, and thus it is sharply demarcated from the institutes or instruments
through which it is implemented. Such is the case with the regulatory impact
assessment (ex-ante and ex-post). Although it is seen as a central institute and a
key instrument of ‘better regulation’, from the author’s point of view it is not fully
identified with it. The assessment is just one of the many institutes and tools for a
‘better regulation’. Its full implementation, along with other approaches, ensures
the realization of the beneficial effect on decision-making about policies and
legislation which should be of the highest quality.

The scientific research meets all the established requirements in the tradition
of the Bulgarian legal science - good internal structure; logic and consistency of
the presentation; obtaining and argumentation of the author’s theses. The
monographic work is a scientific novelty.

The main contribution point in the presented monographic work is the fact
that it is one of the first attempts in Bulgarian legal science for a scientifically
sound study of the effects of regulatory reform in Bulgaria after the amendments to

the Law on the Normative Acts in 2016, introducing the main European better



regulation mechanisms, such as the regulatory impact assessment and public
consultations.

Attention is also paid to the regulation of ‘better rule-making’ in the EU law
(since the beginning of the millennium and the report of the Mandelkern Group),
where it is described a set of standards, guidelines and tools from the type of soft
law. It is fairly mentioned by the author, that the ways in which the requirements of
‘better rule-making’ are integrated into the national legal systems are different.
Those countries that accept only individual components of it or focus on its
procedure (process) nature apply it more as an institutional mechanism through
‘flexible’ reception and introduction of the relative guidelines and instruments.
Conversely, states like Bulgaria, in the author’s opinion, have adopted the
approach of the explicit and imperative regulation of the institutes and the
procedures for ‘better rule-making’ in the national legislation.

The author’s conclusion about the existing inconsistency, short-sightedness,
instability and unpredictability of the most important public decisions, which are
related to the legal regulation of social relations in our country, represents
scientific courage. This is the reason for our society to function in conditions of
legal uncertainty. According to the author, the highly variable and unpredictable
regulatory environment in our country compromises the functions of the state and
the role that the legislature plays through legal regulation to safeguard exclusively
the interest of society.

Other publications, including two monographs (one of which in English) and
nine articles in specialized scientific journals have been presented by the candidate.
The presented production proves consistency in the scientific efforts, based on a
wider range of interests (including issues related to legal protection against
discrimination) and an original research methodology (see the publication “The
Legal Framework of Protection against Discrimination in the Context of

Regulatory Reform in Bulgaria”, National Scientific Conference ‘“‘Protection
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against Discrimination: Legal Framework, Problems and Trends”, University of
Economics - Varna, Proceedings, V., Steno Publishing House “, 2018, ISBN 978-
619-241-005-6, pp. 201 - 209).
