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Brief biographical data of the PhD candidate

Yordanka Nikolova graduated in law from Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski" in 2017 with
excellent grades. Since 2014 she has been working as a legal assistant and since 2019 she has been
working as an attorney and partner at Arnaudov & Nikolova Law Firm. In 2018, she was enrolled
as a part-time PhD student in the "Civil and Family Law" PhD program and terminated her studies
with the right to defend PhD thesis in 2023. She has participated in 4 scientific forums, two national
conferences for PhD students, organized by BAS and the Institute for the State and the Law and
the other organized by Plovdiv University. She speaks English at a very good level, and French
and German at a lower level. The statement on credits during the training shows 326 points,

exceeding the minimum.
General characteristics of the dissertation

The dissertation titled "Origin and Surrogacy. Problems and Solutions™ has an impressive volume

of 307 pages. The content is structured in an introduction, 4 chapters, a conclusion and a



bibliography, including 191 sources, of which 35 are in Bulgarian and 154 - in English. The
comprehensive-length literature includes, in addition to monographs and textbooks in the field of
family, civil and criminal law, also a huge size of studies, articles and documents dedicated to

surrogacy. A declaration of the originality of the dissertation research is also attached.
Topical research and knowledge of the problem

The topic of the dissertation concerns the issue of surrogacy, which is still insufficiently researched
in the social sciences in our country, and in particular in legal science, and the related issues of the
origin of the child and guaranteeing the rights of the parties involved, including those of a child
born from surrogacy. Advances in reproductive medicine, the development of assisted
reproductive technologies (ART) and increasing access to ART among couples with reproductive
problems (infertility), as well as among homosexual couples and single persons who would like to
become parents, pose many social, ethical, political and legal problems. This is the main goal of
the dissertation — to shed light on the gaps in the legal regulation of surrogacy in our country and,
based on the knowledge of international legal regulations and national legislations with different
legitimation regimes — permitting, prohibitive and neutral ones — to propose options for legal

regulation and policy regarding surrogacy in Bulgaria.

The PhD candidate demonstrates a profound knowledge of the literature on the problem —
international literature with a focus on national jurisdictions, practices and specific cases, as well
as international guidelines/documents such as the so-called “Verona Principles” of the
International Social Service —ISS (2021), the Hague Convention on the Protection of Children and
Cooperation in the Field of Intercountry Adoption, case decisions of the European Court of Human
Rights (ECHR), the European Convention on Human Rights and Freedoms, the Hague Conference
on Private International Law (2010) and the later established group of experts on the monitoring
of international surrogacy, as well as a final report on surrogacy with an international element to
the Hague Convention (2023).

The references to the literature are presented in a systematic and consistent manner in order to
highlight the most important trends, namely the priority protection of the best interests of the child
and the endorsement of increasing priority to the social over the biological aspects of parenting.
The need to develop international standards for surrogacy as a transnational phenomenon to

counteract the international trafficking of children and women is emphasized.



The PhD candidate also examines the Bulgarian family legal framework, the discussed
amendments to the Family Code and the Health Act related to the Assisted Reproduction section
and other regulations to search for solutions to the legal regulation of surrogacy in the Bulgarian

context.

In methodological terms, the PhD student applies a wide range of methods: historical method,
normative analysis, comparative law method, functional and value analyses, inductive and

deductive methods.
Characteristics and Evaluation of the Dissertation and its Accomplishments

Chapter One "Surrogacy — Definition. Characteristics and Types. Problems" is theoretical and
provides a consistent review of the main definitions of surrogacy. The main types of surrogacy are
systematized: according to the presence of a genetic relationship between the child and the parent:
full, partial and surrogacy without a genetic relationship; according to the presence of a genetic
relationship between the surrogate mother and the child: traditional and gestational surrogacy;
according to payment: altruistic and commercial surrogacy; according to the jurisdictions
involved: national and international; according to the motivation for access to surrogacy:
biological (infertility) and social (“surrogacy for convenience” and "social infertility™). The
diversity of practices leads to the stratification of the concept of "parent” into multiple concepts of
parenthood: the genetic parent (the one whose genetic material is used in conception), the
biological parent (the one who carries the fetus), the social parent (the one who takes care of the

child) and the legal parent (the one who has the legal right to be a parent).

The topic of surrogacy is considered both in the context of expanded access of couples to assisted
reproduction to cope with infertility problems, and through the prism of homosexual

people/couples who would like to become parents (the so-called social infertility).

The PhD student also classifies the different interpretations of surrogacy, which concern the main
aspects of the phenomenon: the persons involved, the requirements for them, the genetic
relationship, determining the origin of the child born from surrogacy, defining the legal parent, the
medical procedure, etc. A comparison is also made between surrogacy and adoption, similarities
and differences, and cases of combining the two forms of recognition of parenthood. A separate

section discusses the intention and the related agreements/contracts, through which the origin of



the child in surrogacy is proved. In this hypothesis, social parenting is relied upon as establishing
a stable and lasting relationship between parent(s) and child despite the lack of genetic/biological
connection between them. A further section discusses the genetic link (of at least one of the
ordering persons) with the unborn child as the most important argument for recognition of descent

in surrogacy cases.

This chapter also discusses the main problems of international surrogacy, leading to stateless
children, without an identity document, "trapped" in the country of birth, when they cannot leave
it, but sometimes cannot stay there, separation of parents from children, and others. These
problems necessitate the unification of the rules of private international law intending to prevent

the sale and trafficking of children.

On the other hand, the PhD candidate presents the position of the European Parliament (2015), the
Declaration of the Casablanca Experts (2023), and the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of
Europe (PACE) (2016), which condemn surrogacy as undermining the dignity of women, and call
for the eradication of this practice. There are also proposals to improve the legislation on adoption

with an added focus on surrogacy and the terms of the agreement.

The last section of the first chapter presents the main features of the three approaches to the legal
regulation of surrogacy — prohibitive, permissive and neutral. The subsequent analysis is based on
the typology: Western countries with restrictive legal regimes and Eastern countries with

permitting regimes, which are also destinations of the so-called "surrogate tourism”.

The accomplishments in the first chapter are related to the formulation of a modern definition of
surrogacy and its types depending on various criteria, the systematization of different, often
contradictory positions on surrogacy and the disclosure of the main legal problems for solving the

emerging issues, mostly related to the origin and protection of the best interests of the child.

The second Chapter "Permitting Regimes. Surrogacy Agreements” outlines the main
characteristics of the permissive surrogacy regimes by presenting the national jurisprudences in a
group of countries from different continents: the United Kingdom, Greece, Ukraine, Georgia,
South Africa, India, Thailand, Russia and the United States. The PhD candidate follows the same
scheme for presenting the national picture: legal framework, surrogacy agreements, origin and

other specifics. Key cases from the judge practices in these countries are also considered as



examples of solving controversial problems. In a separate section, the doctoral candidate
systematizes the main elements of “parental consent™ or surrogacy agreements and their legal
consequences for the child's origin.

The accomplishments in this chapter are related both to a detailed presentation of jurisdictions and
practices in the countries with a licensing regime, and to the outline of generalized trends for more
detailed and stricter legal regulation of surrogacy in order to reduce illegal practices and the so-
called “surrogate tourism”. The stricter legal regulations concern surrogacy, surrogacy criteria,
prioritization of altruistic surrogacy, a stricter and more detailed framework of surrogacy
agreements, mostly based on court procedures by which the child's parentage is determined,
recognition of the intention of parenthood and the genetic link as combined conditions of origin.
These developments in the legal framework are qualified as a more favorable legal regime for
restricting the free market and the commercialization of surrogacy and for better protection of the
interests of all parties, including the child.

Chapter Three "Prohibitive Regimes. The Best Interests of the Child" examines the philosophy of
prohibitive regimes, which exist in the majority of countries. Germany, France and Singapore are
presented in detail as countries explicitly prohibiting surrogacy on the grounds of violation of
public and private interests. Against the background of national legislation that criminalize
surrogacy, the democratizing role of the courts in resolving specific cases is indicated. In the
following section, the practice of the European Court of Human Rights (ECHR) is analyzed by
presenting key cases. Based on the Convention on the Rights of the Child, the ECHR - without
taking a position on surrogacy - pursues the philosophy of "the best interests of the child" and of
achieving a balance of competing public and individual interests. Concepts such as "best interest
of the child", "right to privacy", "right to family life", "right to personal and family identity"”, and
"right to information about origin™ are discussed as legal frameworks for assessing each individual

case.

The accomplishments in this chapter refer to the outline of the main characteristics of the
prohibitive surrogacy regimes and the synthesis of the legal philosophy, experience and impact of

the ECHR in resolving specific national cases related to surrogate practices.

The fourth chapter "Development of the Legal Regulation of Surrogacy in Bulgaria” aims to

present the future policy of surrogacy (de lege ferenda) in Bulgaria based on the analysis of the



modern legal framework, which is neither prohibitive nor permitting, which puts the phenomenon
in the gray zone for legal regulation. The first section examines the family law framework in
Bulgaria, establishing parentage from the mother, from the father, as well as in the case of the ART
application. The amendments to the Family Code and the medical standard for assisted
reproduction are considered, which give priority to the social over the genetic parent. In the second
section, the PhD candidate discusses the legislative initiative for the regulation of surrogacy in
2011, which received serious criticism in society, as well as in the National Assembly, and she
also points out its positive aspects. The PhD candidate defines the standpoint of the Bulgarian
legislator towards surrogacy as a neutral approach, arguing for the lack of an explicit ban and
sanctions for surrogacy in the Criminal Code and in the medical standard for assisted reproduction.

Starting from several important arguments: the increased number of surrogate practices conducted
in Bulgarian clinics, absurd court decisions and putting children at risk due to birth certificates
with different parents, etc., the PhD candidate proposes the idea of a detailed legal framework
regarding surrogacy. A comprehensive draft bill has been presented to supplement the Family
Code by including a new chapter "Surrogacy", which is one of the main accomplishments of the
dissertation. Mandatory criteria include the genetic relationship between the parent and the child,
reasonable costs, requirements for the form and content of the agreement, prior approval through
a court, time limit for the implementation of the medical procedure, requirements for the ordering
parents and the surrogate mother, recognition of the child's origin in favor of the ordering parents,
the possibility of retaining the child by the surrogate mother, enforcement of the agreement, a ban
on the participation of intermediaries and advertising agencies and regulation of access to

surrogacy only in cases of couples with medical reproductive problems.

The PhD candidate also considers a second hypothesis — a complete ban on surrogacy, taking into
account strongly conservative attitudes against such practices in Bulgarian society. She defends
the position of full explicitness of the prohibitions in the Family Code or the Health Act. On the
other hand, children born from surrogacy abroad and ordering parents should receive full legal
protection in Bulgaria (following the example of France and Germany). The principle of the best
interests of the child is seen as a factor to balance between the principle of truthfulness and that of

stability (p.276) and it justifies the changes in the Family Code of 2020 in the part on parentage.



The conclusion summarizes the main conclusions and compares them adequately to the hypotheses
and research tasks.

In summary, in addition to the above-mentioned PhD thesis’ accomplishments, I can add the
argued and evidence-based personal and professional position of the PhD candidate on a number
of the commented aspects of surrogacy thus defending a balanced position that takes into account
the gaps in the legal framework, on the one hand, public attitudes towards family values, on the
other, and international legal experience, on the third.

Critical comments

At this stage, the PhD thesis has a complete character, but it seems to me that with the development
of public attitudes and moods in the direction of protecting citizens' rights in the coming years in
Bulgaria, the topic will be refocused on the right to parenthood among citizens who live outside
the pattern of the "traditional family” (man, woman and child/children). The diversity of family
practices will necessitate a new legal regulation of parent-child relations. In Bulgaria, the
nationalist demographic discourse has left its scar on the topic of ART by denigrating several other
important aspects related to the quality of life, and psychological and legal aspects of couples
resorting to assisted reproduction. In this sense, | believe the proposals for future policy would

have functioned for a shorter time.

Concerning the trend to limit commercialized surrogacy, stricter legislation undoubtedly has its
effect, but on the other hand, since it is a private contractual relationship, practices outside the
control of the law will likely continue to exist (similar to the prohibitions against abortion in a
given country/state and the search for solutions abroad). Is there data supporting a thesis for the

restriction of commercial practices in recent years in countries with permitting regimes?
Assessment of the Quality of the Doctoral Student's Scientific Papers

The PhD candidate has published 3 articles — in the Journal "Studia iuris”, issue No. 2, 2020; in
the electronic edition "Challenge the Law" (12.03.2023) and an article in the Collection of Papers
presented at the XII National Conference of PhD Students, Postdoctoral Students and Young
Scientists in the Field of Legal Sciences, organized by the Institute for the State and the Law-BAS,

2022 /in press/. The publications reflect the main theses set out in the dissertation. The thesis



abstract reflects the structure of the dissertation and presents the most important theses and

conclusions.

CONCLUSION: The dissertation titled "Origin and Surrogacy. Problems and Solutions” is a
completed research output that shows a high level of professional knowledge and skills of the PhD
candidate to independently collect, process, summarize and analyze theoretical concepts, legal
theses, practices and cases by formulating and arguing her original conclusions about legal science
and practice on surrogacy. | am undoubtedly convinced to give my positive vote for awarding
Yordanka Todorova Nikolova the educational and scientific degree of "Doctor" in Professional
Area 3.6.
