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General characteristics of the dissertation work

The dissertation work presented by PhD student Maria Ovsepyan is on the topic
"Extrajudicial methods for the protection of human rights in the Republic of Armenia.
Comparative legal aspects”. It is 238 pages long and is structured into an Introduction, four
chapters, Conclusion, List of Regulations, References and Appendix (Law of the Republic of
Armenia on Defender; Law of the Republic of Armenia on Mediation; Law of the Republic of
Armenia on Commercial Arbitration).

The main place in the structure is occupied by the first and second chapters - both in terms of
content and volume. However, this does not detract from the value and importance of the
remaining two chapters - the third one very aptly presents a much broader socio-cultural
context, which is the background to the unfolding of the researched processes and its
knowledge is a condition for their understanding. The fourth chapter has its own scientific and
applied significance.

In the Introduction of the dissertation, after justifying the need for research on the topic, the

object, the subject, the goal, the tasks, the methods used are explicitly defined.



The aim of the dissertation work is "to justify the need for a wider use of extrajudicial
methods for the protection of human rights". As a result of this, there will be a reduction in
the workload of the judicial system, and from there - the fulfillment by the administration of
justice of its constitutionally defined role of exercising supreme judicial supervision for the
exact and uniform application of laws, and in a more general plan - an increase in confidence
in the government.

The formulated goal is decomposed into a series of general and specific tasks.

The author's ambition is that the solutions sought should not be "another compilation or
translation of turnover institutes, but should be based on a serious analysis that takes into
account the achievements of the human rights tradition in the Republic of Armenia, without
deceiving about the real state of the jurisdictions™.

The tasks that the work sets require the application of a complex methodology of the
dissertation research, which combines a wide range of methods. A central role is given to the
historical, systematic and comparative-legal method of research.

In Chapter one ""Basic methods for the protection of human rights in Armenia™, the
traditional methods are detailed and analyzed, as far as the basic guarantees for the protection
of human rights in Armenia are brought out in the current law. A link is made with
international trends and available agreements signed by the country.

As the most important global text dedicated to human rights, special attention is given to the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights. A number of other treaties and program documents
that refer to specific rights or groups are also presented.

To the extent that the observance of human rights is impossible without protective
mechanisms, a relevant part of the text in this chapter is devoted to the bodies that apply the
established protection models, and also the mechanisms by which this is done.

Further, the legal regulation of the Institute of Human Rights Defender in the Republic of
Armenia, arbitration and mediation are presented and analyzed in sequence. The advantages
of the arbitration procedure are outlined. Speed, efficiency, transparency and confidentiality
being defined as the main ones. As for mediation, the work emphasizes that it is an
interdisciplinary field that requires combining knowledge from such areas as conflictology,
law, psychology. Its advantages are identified and substantiated - speed, saving time,
penalties, interest and problems due to missed claim or preclusion periods, etc.; reflection in
the Agreement reached through the mediation procedure of the wishes and possibilities of the

parties, and not imposing the opinion of a third party. The inclusion of numerous references to



foreign practices in the course of the exhibition — in the USA, France, Hungary, Poland — is
definitely positive.

The second chapter «Comparative legal analysis of the institutes for extrajudicial
protection of human rights» is of key importance for the work. It presents a thorough
analysis of the legal framework, making a connection with relevant guidelines and documents
of the Council of Europe from the last few decades. A number of comparisons have been
made with Greece, Switzerland, Romania. The fact that the analysis is placed in a broad
sociocultural context with the attraction of elements from different spheres and areas of
society deserves a high positive assessment.

Special attention is paid to the specifics of family relations and the possibilities and
advantages of mediation in settling family disputes compared to resolving them in court. In
the course of the comparative analysis, a special part is dedicated to the forms of extrajudicial
protection of human and citizen rights in Bulgaria as well. There are also numerous references
to the regulation and practice in other countries - Spain, Poland, Austria, Finland, Norway, the
Netherlands, Germany, Sweden.

The third chapter *"Citizens' trust in human rights institutions. Legal-sociological aspects™
outlines a rather broad horizon. It uses the results of several national and international
comparative empirical sociological researches. The work of the judicial system and trust in it
are presented and analyzed in the context of the overall picture of society, with the connection
with political life and power relations being especially emphasized. Special attention is paid
to political apathy and its consequences, incl. and for the functioning of the judicial system
and for the practical realization of the rights of citizens. Special emphasis is placed on
political apathy as a factor that can divert attention, cloud consciousness and provoke
inadequate assessments of the situation and choices of behavior.

The ongoing processes are followed in dynamics and the priorities outlined at the
supranational level for future development are examined. With a view to the future
development of the processes, it is focused on tasks aimed at achieving efficiency in the work
of the judiciary - digital transformation in the provision of judicial services and the
achievement of interoperability.

The fourth chapter ""Proposals for improving the legislation™ is a natural continuation of the
detailed analysis made in the previous presentation. It draws attention to the need for a solid
theoretical foundation, knowledge and logical models on which to build and improve the

subjects and mechanisms for extrajudicial protection of human rights. Here again attention is



paid to the counterproductiveness of neglecting the development of human potential, the need
to rethink the functioning of management and change the administrative culture.

The conclusion of the thesis once again moves to a larger projection and emphasizes the
importance of the quality of management and administrative services and, in view of this, the
widespread introduction of e-governance.

The literature used includes a total of 77 sources, 49 of which are in Cyrillic and the
remaining 29 in Latin.

The abstract meets the regulatory requirements in terms of format and. It summarizes the
content of the dissertation work.

Evaluation of the scientific contributions of the dissertation

As an indisputable achievement, | would define the application in the research of a systematic
approach. The researched problem is placed in a broad socio-cultural context, far exceeding
the legal field, which allows to see and analyze the facts and processes within society as a
complete system, to outline their deterministic dependencies and impacts, which gives a much
more complete, in-depth and adequate knowledge.

Analysis of the functions of ombudsman, arbitration and mediation goes beyond the field of
law; when identifying the positive sides of the application of these extrajudicial methods for
the protection of citizens' rights, aspects related to various resources - economic, time,
emotional, relevant to different areas of the society system are considered.

Again in this connection, I would like to draw attention to the consideration of man not only
as a social being, but also as possessing biopsychological qualities that inevitably leave an
imprint on his behavior and cannot be neglected in an analysis claiming to be complete.

As an achievement, | would also define the great informational value of the comparative
analysis, which is deployed in several plans - spatial (international) and temporal, with
comparisons made with the regulations and practices in a humber of countries - Germany,
Finland, Spain, Poland, Austria, Norway , Netherlands, Sweden, Greece, Switzerland,
Romania. Moreover, many of the comparisons and tracing of dynamics in time are traced in
an inextricable connection with the characteristics of various elements of the concrete social
situations.

An indisputable achievement is the analysis of the relationship between trust in power and
more generally between the political field in a sociological sense and the judicial system and

its functioning. Of great value is the conclusion drawn as a result of tracking the decline of



trust in state institutions and the growth of political apathy about their impact on behavior and
also on the assessment of situations and their responses.

Of great importance from the point of view of social practice is the analysis of the impact of
inter-institutional tensions on trust towards state institutions in general and from there — on the
behavior of social subjects.

As an achievement, | would also define the attention that is given to the real content of the
ongoing reforms in the judicial system and the accentuation of the accumulated fatigue, which
has a negative impact.

Reflection of the candidate's scientific publications in our and foreign literature

In the Abstract, the dissertation has indicated 4 publications on the topic of the dissertation
work. It is noteworthy that two of them are in collective editions alongside publications by
established authoritative researchers, which in itself is a testament to their quality. No citation
information provided. But the fact that the publications are refinements of papers presented at

scientific forums suggests that the research has visibility in scientific circles.

Critical notes and recommendations

At the same time as noting the achievements of the dissertation work, I will give other notes,
especially with a view to the future work of the author.

I will focus mainly on the part in which information from empirical sociological researches

is analyzed. A precise presentation of empirical information that will be analyzed requires a
more detailed presentation of the research itself — volume and method of sample formation,
time of conducting, method of gathering information, size of stochastic error, etc.

In addition, the information could be organized in a thematically oriented way, subordineted
to the confirmation of one or other presupposed hypotheses, to strengthen the analytical
nature of the exposition at the expense of the narrative one.

It would be interesting, as far as the methodologies of the individual studies allow, to make a
comparison of individual key indicators in a temporal section, as was done in the theoretical
analysis in the first chapters.

All the listed recommendations in no way detract from the merits of the dissertation work, but

are rather advice with a view to publishing the research as an independent monograph.



Conclusion

The presented information shows that the requirements of the RASRB, the BAS and the
Institute for the State and Law are not only fully met, but also exceeded.

Bearing in mind the quality of the dissertation work, the high value of the contributions and
the full compliance of the doctoral student's achievements with the requirements of the
National Academy of Sciences of the Russian Federation, the Rules of the Ministry of
Education and the National Academy of Sciences, | am categorically in favor of awarding
Maria Ovsepyan the educational and scientific degree "Doctor” in a professional direction
