1. PhD Candidate Information

Spas Kostov Spasov was born in 1986. From 2005 to 2011 he studied law
at the Faculty of Law of Sofia University 'St. Kliment Ohridski'. From 2011 to
2012, the PhD candidate completed a Master's degree in European Union Law at
the same faculty.

The PhD candidate was a legal consultant and a judicial assistant at the
Supreme Administrative Court. He has also worked at the Ministry of Justice. He
Is currently a judge at the Administrative Court of Ruse.

The PhD candidate has participated in working groups in connection with
the drafting of laws for amendment and supplementation of normative acts in the
field of administrative law.

The PhD candidate was trained in the PhD program at the Section of Public



Law Sciences of the Institute of the State and the Law of the Bulgarian Academy
of Sciences in the scientific specialty ‘Administrative Law and Administrative
Process’. By Order No. RD-09-08 of 17.07.2019 the term of study of Spas Spasov
was set from October 1, 2019 to September 30, 2022. Subsequently, the PhD
student interrupted his studies, which were reinstated by Order No. 09-08a of
20.01.2023 of the Director of the IDP. By Order No. RD-09-15 of 26.01.2024,
the PhD candidate was granted the right to defence with effect from 8 December
2023.
The doctoral candidate is proficient in English and uses French.

2. General Characteristics of the Presented Dissertation Work

The full length of the dissertation work is 189 standard pages, including a
table of the content, a table of abbreviations and a list of bibliography. The
sources in the bibliographical reference list are 102 Bulgarian and foreign authors
and 153 court decisions, which leads to the conclusion that the literature is
sufficient in volume. Footnote citations are 301.

The dissertation has a structure containing of an introduction, three
chapters and a conclusion. In practice, it is a well-established understanding that
a dissertation should contain between three and five chapters. The presented
dissertation meets these requirements. However, there is some imbalance in the
length of the separate chapters, in that, for example, the first chapter is about three
times shorter than the second and twice as short as the third.

Regarding the topicality of the dissertation, it should be emphasised that
when consulting the electronic catalogue of the National Library “St. st. Kiril and
Methodius’, one may find 17 titles which are the same or similar, including a
dissertation on the same topic defended in 1985. Despite the existence of these
scientific works, | believe that the presented dissertation is in line with the
contemporary legal framework and offers new ideas.

In the introduction, the author formulates the objective of the study as "to
explore and analyse the different aspects of coercive administrative measures,
focusing on their legitimacy, effectiveness and impact on the rights of citizens
and organisations".

The author states that he used "an interdisciplinary approach combining
legal, social and ethical aspects".



| believe that the object of the study, the subject of the study, the scientific
tasks and the scientific methods used need to be formulated more precisely.

The first chapter of the thesis is titled "Nature of compulsory
administrative measures, historical development, comparative legal analysis"
(pp. 7-38). It contains a historical overview of the regulation of coercive
administrative measures, as well as a comparative legal analysis of the
application of the institute in continental and Anglo-Saxon countries, in European
Union law and in the case law of the European Court of Human Rights. The
institute of compulsory administrative measures (CAM) is distinct from other
institutes of administrative law. This approach of the PhD candidate corresponds
to the understanding, established in practice, that a dissertation should contain a
historical part, as well as a comparison of the matter under consideration with
other institutes in the same or different branches of law.

The second chapter of the dissertation (pp. 39-120) is entitled "Proceedings
under the Administrative Procedure Code. Application, appeal and enforcement”.
Not only because of its volume, but also because of its content, this chapter
contains the main points of the scientific research conducted. The PhD candidate
addresses the issue of imposing a PAM by issuing an administrative act in verbal
form, pointing out that such a possibility should be provided for in a legal norm
and for a limited number of cases. The same applies to the setting of the measure
in the absence of the person affected by it. The author takes the view that CAMSs
may be determined not only by individual but also by general administrative acts
(pp. 49-50). Procedures for appealing administrative acts and court decisions are
also examined, and the conclusions are illustrated with case law.

The third chapter of the thesis is entitled "Application of Coercive
Administrative Measures. Special Proceedings” (pp. 121-175). The PhD
candidate examines CAMSs defined in different spheres of public relations, such
as environmental protection.

The conclusion contains the conclusions that have been drawn after
researching the set scientific tasks.
